Feedback Analysis Report 2018-19

Feedback from students, parents, and alumni expressed their satisfaction with the
content's current course structure and delivery. Alumni and students suggested that
more experiential-based learning activities would be a great advantage to the course.
Students also expressed their interest in learning MS Excel and other softwares along
with the course. Students and alumni also recommencded that the statistics course be
one of the core papers in the course structure. Students also sought opportunities in
field works and internships during the course work.

The students made the following comments to improve the course structure,
instruction, and assessment.

e The curriculum should be more balanced to allow students to do intensive
research part of the assignments.

¢ Including statistics as a core subject would be helpful for further studies.

¢ More field trips

¢ Extra attention should be given to students from a Commerce and Arts
background at the PU level.
