Theatre festival shall be held under two categories:

University category: Proscenium & Street Theatre
(Itis mandatory for teams to participate in both events)

Professional / Amateur category: Proscenium Theatre only

Proscenium Theatre / Stage Performance

Venue : Christ University auditorium

Duration : 30 + 10 minutes

Language : English/Hindi/ Kannada

Properties : 4 plastic chairs and 1 table will be provided. All other settings, if any, are
required to be brought by the performing team

Lights : Basic lightings shall be provided. Teams are not allowed to bring any
external lights

Projection : Overhead projector shall be provided. Teams are requested to bring in
their laptops

Sound : CD / AUX player facilities, 4 Floor mics and 1 cordless mic shall be
available for all teams

Number of participants : Maximum of 15 —including backstage crew

Contact person : Director / Stage manager shall be the one point contact with the
allotted Christ University studentambassador

Sound : Usage of loud speakers shall not be permitted

Outstation Participant Guidelines

® Teams are required to book the tickets as per the dates communicated in
the confirmation mail sent by the organizing team

® On arrival at Christ University, the team co-ordinator is required to report
to the allotted Christ University student ambassador

®  Accommodation will be provided at the time of registration - for the day/s
of participation

® A maximum of INR 500/- per team member shall be reimbursed as travel
expenses. Food and travel expenses within the city shall be borne by the
team

® The team shall be restricted to 15 participants (including backstage crew)
and 2 faculty members

® Each team is required to carry an Authorization letter / Permission letter
with the name of participants duly signed by the head of the institution
from the concerned University / Theatre Group

® Participants are requested to carry their original University / College
student ID card during the theatre festival

®  Christ University follows a formal dress code. For Girls - salwar-kameez,
For Boys - Formal trousers, shirts (Please note: t-shirts, jeans, leggings
and skirts are not allowed)

® On confirmation - each team will be allotted Christ University student
co-ordinator/s for all logistics

® The overall fest ‘In-Bloom’ shall be held over four days while the theatre
events shall be held on 31 January (Wednesday) & 1 February (Thursday)
2018

®  Other cultural events of the fest will take place on 2 February (Friday) &
3 February (Saturday) 2018. Teams are encouraged to participate in all the other
events

® Participants are expected to follow the rules and regulations of Christ University.
